Upload essay typed, 1 page, plain legible font, and double spaced — Discussing the impact of a local,
national, or international event or issue and its importance in your life.

Only completed applications emailed by May 15, 2022, will be reviewed.

Virtual interviews are tentatively scheduled for the week of May 22, 2022, via Zoom. The details will
be provided upon notification of selection for interview.

The applicant must provide BPVAC with an official proof of enroliment letter for the Fall 2022 semester
on or before September 30, 2022, or the award will be forfeited.

Scholarship recipient(s) are selected, and payments are remitted directly to PVAMU and/or the award
recipient at the sole discretion of BPVAC.
